Pen Tool 
Click here to enter 
Annotation Mode 
and annotate with 
‘electronic ink’ using 
the pen tool. 

Highlighter 
Click here to enter 
Annotation Mode and 
use the Highlighter 
tool. 

Mouse or Idle Mode - This is how the Annotation Tools start up. In this 
mode you may control applications using the whiteboard. The Annotation 
Tools will always float on top of all other applications. 

Annotation Mode - Once you have selected the Pen or Highlighter tool, 
you will enter annotation mode. You may now use the board to annotate over 
anything you have on-screen. The palette expands to display additional tools. 

 

Eraser 
Click here to select the Board 
Rubber or Eraser Tool. You 
may then erase any annotation 
drawn with the Pen or 
Highlighter tools. 

Select Tool 
The Select Tool 
enables any object 
to be selected and 
edited. 

Mouse Mode 
Click here to return 
to Mouse Mode.  

Line Style Tool 
Use the Slider to adjust the line thickness. (N.B. The Slider may also be used 
to adjust the size of the Eraser Tool). The current colour and line thickness 
are shown above the slider. The Line Style Tool  is also used to select the 
line thickness of objects in the Drawing Tools Palette (see reverse). 

Page Browser (off) 
When first started the Page 
Browser  buttons will be ‘greyed 
out’ until some pages have been 
saved. (see Page Browser (on) ). 

Page Browser (on) 
Once pages have been saved (see 
Edit Tools) The Page Browser 
buttons, Previous, Next and 
Browse are displayed. This allows 
thumbnail images of all saved 
pages to be displayed and used to 
reload previously saved notes. Next Page

Options Menu 
Use this button to set user 
preferences such as grid 
size, text font etc.. 

Colour Palette 
Select pen colours from the 
Colour Palette or directly from 
the screen 

Edit Menu 
Use this button to access the 
Edit Tools (see reverse).. 

Drawing Tools 
The Drawing Tools 
menu is displayed 
using this button, 
giving access to the 
geometric shapes 
and object 
manipulation tools. 
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
